SAFE INSTALLATION AND OPERATION RULES:

Before installing your new S&S part, it is your responsibility to read and follow
the installation and maintenance procedures in these instructions and follow
the basic rules below for your personal safety.

« Gasoline is extremely flammable and explosive under certain conditions
and toxic when breathed. Do not smoke. Perform installation in a well
ventilated area away from open flames or sparks.

- If motorcycle has been running, wait until engine and exhaust pipes have
cooled down to avoid getting burned before performing any installation
steps.

- Before performing any installation steps, disconnect battery to eliminate
potential sparks and inadvertent engagement of starter while working
on electrical components.

- Read instructions thoroughly and carefully so all procedures are
completely understood before performing any installation steps.
Contact S&S with any questions you may have if any steps are unclear or
any abnormalities occur during installation or operation of motorcycle
with an S&S part on it.

- Consult an appropriate service manual for your motorcycle for correct
disassembly and reassembly procedures for any parts that need to be
removed to facilitate installation.

Installation Procedures

Note

- These installation instructions cover a number of models. Follow the

instructions for the model that mufflers will be installed on.

Fat Bob, Wide Glide and Low Rider S models

1. Stock Muffler Removal

a.

Remove the screw that secures the top muffler to the bottom
muffler

. Remove the screw securing the top muffler to the muffler bracket
. Loosen muffler clamps

. Remove the mufflers from the head pipes.

2. New Muffler Installation

Install the muffler clamps onto inlet of new mufflers. Orient
the new clamps in the same direction as they were on the stock
mufflers.

. Install the top and bottom mufflers onto the head pipes. Leave

clamps loose.

. Install the provided muffler-to-muffler screw that connects the

top muffler to the bottom muffler but do not fully tighten.

. Install the provided screw that secures the top muffler to the

mulffler bracket but do not fully tighten.

. Tighten the muffler mounting screw to 25-30 ft-Ibs.
. Tighten the muffler to muffler screw to 17-21 ft-lbs.

. Tighten the muffler clamps to 38-43 ft-lbs.

. Thoroughly clean pipes and mufflers with a non abrasive cleaner
before starting the engine.

. After the first test ride, allow bike to cool down, and re-check
fastener torque.

. Remove the bracket connecting the front and rear mufflers.
. Remove the carriage bolts from the mufflers.
. Loosen muffler clamps

. Remove the mufflers from the head pipes.

2. New Muffler Installation

. Install the muffler clamps onto inlet of new mufflers. Orient
the new clamps in the same direction as they were on the stock
mufflers.

. Install the top and bottom mufflers onto the head pipes. Leave

clamps loose.

. Install the muffler support bracket using the provided carriage

bolts and nuts. Leave fasteners loose.

. Align mufflers and tighten the nuts to 25-30 ft-Ibs.

. Tighten the muffler clamps to 38-43 ft-lbs.

. Thoroughly clean pipes and mufflers with a non abrasive cleaner

before starting the engine.

. After the first test ride allow bike has cool down, and re-check

fastener torque.

NOTE - Avoid the use of pressure washers, harsh chemicals or abrasive
cleaners. If water gets into muffler during washing, remove moisture to
prevent corrosion by starting engine to warm up exhaust system
