Before beginning installation, make sure motorcycle is on level ground, For motorcycle models with a pillion seat, remove the seat and clean the rear fender and strut mounting area.

Bags are side specific so the UliraMax logo will face the rear of the motorcycle. Locate the strut bolts on either side of the motorcycle and remove one bolt at a time.  After removing a bolt, select th
appropriate washer to use in conjunction with your strut. Two options have been provided for the most popular models of fitment,

Take one of the brackets provided with your saddie-

bags and attach to your motorcycles strut. Repeat with

the ramaining strut bolts one at a time. Do not over
tighten, refer to your owner’s manual for the comect

lorgue specs,

Once both saddlebags are attached. you can
now adjust the self-fastening yoke to the desired
width of your motorcycle fender. Reattach the
seat and confirm the bags are secure.

Starting with one bag, zip open and place one hand

behind a bracket for support and pugh from the inside of
the saddlebag to clip into the strut bracket “C” clip firmly.
Once attached, the bag can be adjusted side to side for

optimal placement.

Hold the saddlebag up and feed the lower self-fastenit
straps through the slots in the strut brackets and pull

tight making sure the strap is flush against the bottom
the bag. Repeat with the other strap then apply these
steps to the opposite saddiebag.

Included rain covers are labeled "Left” and "Right”
on the inside, Starting with the bottom of the rain
cover, unhook the lower self-fastening strap and

slide the elastic band through and reattach straps.
