STEP 3 Install the new peg using any spacers
or washers removed in Step 2. Line up
the new peg mount hole with the hole
in the clevis.

STEP 4 Secure the peg in the clevis using OEM
hardware removed in Step 2. Check
that the peg is installed correctly and is able to fold upward.

AWAHNING FOOTPEGS MUST BE INSTALLED SO THEY WILL FOLD UPWARD AND

STEP 5 Repeat Steps 2 through 4 for the other peg.

AWAHNING EVEN IF THE STILETTO PEGS APPEAR TO BE POSITIONED CORRECTLY,
YOU MUST COMPLETE THE FOLLOWING STEPS. IT IS IMPERATIVE THE
5/16"-18 X 2" SOCKET HEAD CAP SCREWS (FIG 1-D) ARE TIGHTENED
SECURELY SO THE PEGS CANNOT ROTATE OR FALL OFF DURING WHILE
IN USE. FAILURE TO DO SO COULD RESULT IN SERIOUS INJURY OR
DEATH.

ADJUSTING THE POSITION OF THE FOOTPEG:

STEP 6 With a hex wrench, remove the #5-40 x 3/8” socket head cap screws, FIG 1-A, pointed end cap,
FIG 1-B, and knurled trim ring, FIG 1-C from one of the Stiletto Pegs. Remove the end rubber
from the peg body, FIG 1-F, to expose the 5/16”-18 x 2" socket head cap screw FIG 1-D.

STEP 7 With a long hex socket, loosen the 5/16"-18 x 2" socket head cap screw. Adjust the angle of the
peg so the rider’s or passenger’s foot rests squarely on the rubber pads when seated on the
motorcycle. Securely tighten the 5/16”"-18 x 2" socket
head cap screw once the adjustment is complete. FIG 1

CHECK TO MAKE SURE THAT THERE IS
AWAHNING PROPER GROUND CLEARANCE WHEN
CORNERING. LOSS OF CONTROL OF
THE MOTORCYCLE AND SERIOUS
INJURY MAY OCCUR IF THE FOOTPEG
IS NOT POSITIONED PROPERLY.
REPOSITION THE FOOTPEG IF
NECESSARY SO THAT THERE IS
ADEQUATE CORNERING CLEARANCE.

STEP 8 Reinstall end rubber, knurled trim ring, end cap, and
the #5-40 x 3/8" socket head cap screws.

STEP 9 Repeat STEP 6 through STEP 8 for the other Peg.
