Remove the stock peg from the clevis. Pay attention to any spacers or washers
installed between the male mount on the peg and the clevis, it may be helpful
later. Set this hardware aside, it may be reused.

The normal orientation of the pegs is with the row of four ISO-Pads
towards the front of the bike.

Install the new peg adapter as per the instructions with the peg adapter. Check
that the peg adapter is installed correctly and the adapter is able to fold upward.

Place the peg on the peg adapter and loosely install the 5/16"-18 socket head cap screw
located on the end of the peg.

Position the rubber footpeg pad as desired. Using the included 1/4” Hex Wrench, tighten the
5/16"-18 socket head cap screw located on the end of the peg. The adapter will seat itself into the
peg and keep it from rotating.
